SELECTION:

Selection of the scholarship recipient will be made by a wrestling alumni committee

PAYMENT:

The scholarship recipient will receive payment after successfully completing their first semester of
post-secondary education and providing proof of full-time enrollment for the second semester at an accredited
college. Successful completion of the first semester is defined as completing a minimum of 12 credit hours
and maintaining good academic standing (not being on academic probation or dismissed from school).
Extenuating circumstances will be considered on an individual basis.
